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Bentley Awards Grant to Replace Hackleburg Police Equipment 
MONTGOMERY— In the wake of tornado devastation, Gov. Robert Bentley has awarded an $89,620 grant to assist the Hackleburg Police Department in rebuilding its headquarters which was destroyed in the April 27 storm.  
The department will use the funds to replace lost and damaged equipment and purchase additional items needed to protect and serve the community of about 1,500. 

“Hackleburg will recover from this terrible ordeal, but the process will be long and hard,” Bentley said. “We are committed to help, and a top priority is the restoration of basic public services.”
The EF-5 tornado that came through Hackleburg and Marion County killed 25 people and destroyed hundreds of homes, businesses and public buildings.
The grant was awarded through the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs with funds provided by U.S. Department of Justice. ADECA’s Surplus Property Division also has assisted by supplying the town with a police car, two mobile homes and other items needed in the recovery. 

Bentley notified Mayor Douglas Gunnin that the grant had been approved. 
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
