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Bentley Awards Grant to Fight Drugs in West Alabama
MONTGOMERY – Drug dealers in west Alabama may want to consider a new career. Gov. Robert Bentley has awarded a $145,000 grant to fund a specialized task force to fight drugs in Greene, Marengo and Sumter counties.
The drug task force will investigate, arrest and prosecute drug offenders in those counties, as well as work with other state and federal law enforcement agencies to battle the influx of drugs in the area.
The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant from funds made available by the U.S. Department of Justice.

Bentley notified Demopolis Mayor J. Michael Grayson that the grant had been approved. The city is the fiscal agent for the grant.
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
