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Program Receives Bentley Grant for Family Violence Prevention 
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Robert Bentley has awarded a $23,000 grant to aid a program’s efforts against domestic violence in two Northwest Alabama counties.

The grant will help the Marion County Family Violence Prevention Program continue working to reduce the incidence of domestic violence in Marion and Winston counties. The program consists of two prosecutors and one investigator who handled a combined 22 felony and 405 misdemeanor cases involving domestic violence last year. The investigator also helps obtain more than 80 protection orders in a typical year.

“No one should have to live with the trauma of domestic abuse,” Bentley said. “I commend the prevention program staff for their dedicated efforts to reduce domestic violence and seek justice for victims.”

In the coming year, the program will seek to reduce the number of repeat incidents by referring more offenders to an abuse prevention program, according to program officials.

The program’s investigator also will continue working with other local agencies, shelters and civic organizations to coordinate assistance for victims and increase community support for the program.

The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Justice. Matching funds of $7,667 will supplement the grants.


Bentley notified Mike Davis, Marion County Commission chairman, that the grant had been approved.
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
