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Bentley awards funding to help bring new jobs to Dora
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Robert Bentley has awarded $195,000 to help provide up to 42 new jobs in Dora and give new life to a local shopping center. 
Community Development Block Grant funding will pave the way for a grocer and a restaurant to locate in the Midway Plaza Shopping Center. The city and the Waterworks and Gas Board of Dora own the shopping center.. 
Officials hope the opening of Piggly Wiggly grocery and the Atlantic Sushi Grill and Buffet Restaurant, along with improvements made to the site will encourage more businesses to locate in the shopping center’s remaining vacant spaces
“I am delighted that new jobs will be available in Dora and I am especially pleased to see an older commercial establishment make a comeback,” Bentley said. “I commend everyone involved for their diligence and determination to create jobs and strengthen local commerce.”
CDBG funding will be used to provide better road access to the shopping center and improve drainage. The city has pledged $70,000 in local funding for the project.  
Piggly Wiggly will locate in the building formerly occupied Food World which closed in June 2009 and left the city without a major grocer.  

Bentley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant. 
Bentley notified Mayor Chris Edwards that the grant had been approved. 
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
