committed funds or incurred costs not authorized by 24 CFR Part 58 before approval of a

release of funds by ADECA; or (d) another Federal agency acting pursuant to 40 CFR

Part 1504 has submitted a written finding that the project is unsatisfactory from the

standpoint of environmental quality. Objections must be prepared and submitted in

accordance with the required procedures (24 CFR Part 58) and shall be addressed to the State at: Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, Community and Economic Development Programs, P.O. Box 5690, Montgomery, AL 36103-5690. Objections to the release of funds on bases other than those stated above will not be considered by the State. Potential objectors should contact ADECA to verify the actual last date of the objection period.
