Study to Analyze Impediments to Fair Housing

The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs – Community and Economic Development Programs Section is inviting proposals from universities and housing and community planners to conduct an Analysis of Impediments to Fair Housing as a stand-alone study.  This study will become an important component in the State of Alabama’s 5-year Consolidated Plan.  The 5-year Consolidated Plan directs implementation of programs funded by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (CDBG, HOME, ESG and HOPWA).  The study will incorporate an examination of the State’s current Analysis of Impediments to Fair Housing Plan; analyze progress made in achieving fair housing; discuss pros and cons of housing affordability issues related to factors such as zoning and building codes that impact fair housing; study credit standards with implications; and recommend practical solutions to improve and achieve fair housing without regard to race, color, religion, sex, national origin, disability and familial status.

The proposal will be due at ADECA by close of business on August 20, 2009.  Award decision will be made within a couple of weeks. The proposals may be submitted electronically to shabbir.olia@adeca.alabama.gov or may be mailed to the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, Attn: Shabbir Olia, Post Office Box 5690, Montgomery, Alabama 36103-5690.  The draft study will be due in 45 days from the award date and the final study will be due in 60 days from award date.  The study can be submitted in an electronic format.

Please submit your proposal indicating your experience with HUD programs, involvement and familiarity with fair housing issues, personnel who will be involved in conducting the study with resumes, and total costs.  The Department will use a scale of 25 points.  The experience with HUD programs, involvement and familiarity with fair housing issues, and capacity to satisfactorily complete the study will have a total score of 5 points each and costs of the study will have a total score of 10 points.
