Project Narrative
The proposed project is an approximately 1 mile long multi-use trail that will be 12’ wide and a combination of compacted gravel surfaces and paved asphalt surfaces. The distances that each surface type will run can be seen in the Preliminary Master Plan attachment provided by Goodwyn Mills & Caywood. The path that the trail will follow across the property can also be seen in the master plan.  The trail will provide spectacular views of the property as it meanders through the trees along the edge of existing woods and a large open field to the south. Multiple uses will be allowed on this trails, such as walking and biking.
This project is a result of years of planning and a recent land purchase by the Montgomery County Commission.  There are over 150 acres of park land to in which the proposed trail will connect all of the recreational assets that will be made available at the park.  Public input for recreation needs were documented and the need for this project was recommended during the 2011 Montgomery County Parks and Recreation Plan (See page 46 of attached excerpt of plan). Therefore, it is evident that this project began at the grassroots level and with the help of thoughtful planning, public policy was influenced into the project being proposed today.
As part of the trail project, an access road  and parking will be constructed in order to gain access to the trail.  The total costs of the project is $600,000 with $100,000 coming from the RTP Grant Funds to be matched with $100,000 County Match for the Trail, and an additional $400,000 match to construct the access road and parking (See the Estimate of Costs attachment for a visual of costs).
