Brief Description of the Project
(350 characters or less)

The Town of Maplesville is proposing to connect two baseball parks
separated by a creek with a non-motorized, diverse use trail and and a
bridge. The trail will connect to an existing LWCF walking trail at the
east ball park. Park attendees now travel from one park to the other by
vehicle or must walk in a residential street that has no sidewalk.




1. Describe the degree to which the project’s scope and feasibility meet the project area’s recreational
needs. (Key Consideration: Does the project appear to be feasible and incorporate a good project design with
consideration given to the natural and cultural environment in which the project is located, and appropriate
consideration given to needs and benefits?) 10 Points Available

Limit 1,000 Characters

The Maplesville Community Park has two ball fields that are separated
by a small creek and forested area. There is an existing LWCF walking
trail at the east ball park. There are no pedestrian walkways or bridges to
go from one ball park to the other except by walking in the street or by
vehicle.

The connection of the west ball park to the east ball park where the
LWCF walking trail is located will give park attendees at the west ball
park direct access to the LWCF walking trail with the construction of the
new connecting trail loop and bridge with the Recreational Trails grant.
The bridge will cross Mulberry Creek that has two bridges over it in the
LWCF walking trail. The bridge and trail will be a non-motorized
pedestrian facility for pedestrians, persons in wheel chairs and children
on bicycles. Ball teams will also use the bridge to go from one ball field
to another for scheduled games of different ages.




2. Describe the ways in which the project provides for the greatest number of compatible recreational
purposes. (Key Consideration: An important concern is that this project will enhance the quality and
quantity of recreational trail opportunities available in the community or region. Maximum points will be
given to projects with connectivity to other trails or parks, environmental education and preservation, and
economic development opportunities.) 10 Points Available

Limit 1,000 Characters

The non-motorized, diverse use trail and and a bridge that will connect
the two ball parks will provide for a walking trail to the existing LWCF
walking trail by a connecting trail and bridge from the west ball park that
has no connection to the LWCF walking trail at present. The new trail
will actually provide two routes to the existing LWCF trail. The new
trail will be located at the present boundary between the two ball parks
and connect both parking lots. One trail will connect directly to the
LWCEF trail and the other will used the bridge and trail to connect the the
entrance to the LWCF walking trail. People can park their cars at either
ball park and use both trails to go back and forth to the ball parks.

Park goers will also enjoy the trees and plants that are labeled in the
LWCF walking trail and can use them to educate their children about
their native plants and trees. School groups can enjoy the LWCF trail
and its labellings for field trips as well as the picnic facilities.




3. Describe the ways in which the project provides a new, unique, or more effective means for making
trail opportunities available to the public. (Key Consideration: This criterion includes projects of national,
regional, and local demonstration value. The most important concern is whether the grant recipient is
committed to trying an approach that is new at the local level. Additional points are awarded for nationwide
applicability and statewide or regional value. The applicant must commit to documenting the results of the
demonstration.) 10 Points Available

Limit 1,000 Characters By connecting the two parks with the new walking trail and bridge, the

total length for both walking trails will be approximately 3,233 feet of
paved walking trail and three bridges over Mulberry Creek. The new
trail will connect to the LWCF walking trail from two directions. There
will be a new trail to the south from the west ball park to the LWCF trail
and the east trail will run from the bridge along the tree line of the east
ball park to the entrance of the LWCF walking trail. The bridge will
cross Mulberry Creek in a forested area as the two bridges do in the
LWCF walking trail. This project will increase the trail length for
individuals and connect both parks to each other for the benefit of all
park visitors. The most recent SCORP (2007-2012) identified walking
for pleasure was ranked the #1 recreational activity for this region.




4. Describe the ways in which the project facilitates the access and use of trails by persons with
disabilities, older citizens, economically disadvantaged, and other special populations or groups. (Key
Consideration: Whether this project will expand recreation opportunities for special populations with
recreation deficiencies.) 10 Points Available

Limit 1,000 Characters

The new trail and bridge will provide access to both ball parks for
persons with disabilities, older citizens, economically disadvantaged
persons and other special populations and groups by providing a paved
walking surface and bridge connecting the two ball parks for walking to
and from the parking lot to both ball fields without walking in Shanks
Drive, a residential street that runs by both ball parks and has no
sidewalk on either side of the street. The new trail and bridge will also
allow people parking at the west ball park to walk directly to the existing
LWCF walking trail at the east ball park as the new trail will be located
at the back edge of the ball parks.

The west ball park has the picnic facilities that serve both ball fields. the
new walking trail and bridge will let groups and families playing at west
ball park to go directly to the picnic area after games.

Groups can also have picnics at the west ball park and access the LWCF
walking trail without moving any cars.




5. Describe the ways in which the project creates opportunities for new partnerships between trail
users, private interests, and public agencies within the project area. (Key Consideration: The major
concern is that this project is a component of an integrated effort to enhance economic revitalization and
community conservation. Maximum points will be given to applicants providing evidence of cooperative
efforts with trail user groups and/or multiple public meetings.) 10 Points Available

Limit 1,000 Characters By connecting the two separate ball parks trail users can park at any ball

park without the need to use a vehicle to go from one park to the other.
Trail users can park at the west ball park and will not have to compete
for parking at the east ball park when the parking lot is full during
games. Trail users can take the new southern connecting trail from the
west ball park directly to the LWCEF trail without interacting with the
east ball park activities. Handicapped parking will be located at the new
trail connection to the bridge at the new southern connection trail.
Surrounding community groups where the Athletics League players
come from are welcome to reserve the park facilities for recreation
activities. This includes individual business teams and church softball
teams.




6. Describe the ways in which the project uses the grant funds to leverage other public or private
investments (in the form of services and materials as well as dollars). (Key Consideration: The major
concern is whether actual leveraging is assured or the potential for leveraging is good, outside of any funds
committed for the initial grant match. Maximum points will be given for applicants committing double the
minimum local match or higher.)

Limit 1,000 Characters

The town of Maplesville is providing the 20% cash match in the amount
of $17,252.00. No other public or private funds are involved. The
Maplesville Athletics League pays all the utilities for the use of the ball
parks for their teams to play at the park during the spring and fall
seasons. Deposits are required from other groups the use the park to keep
the city from cleaning up after each group or the deposit pays for the city
to cleanup. The Maplesville Athletics League is the group that maintains
the ballpark. They fund themselves through fund raisers, registration
fees, and sponsors. They run the concession stand, pay for all utilities
and the construction of any buildings. The town owns the property. The
town does cut the grass there, but an arrangement was made regarding
this some years ago with the Maplesville Park and Recreation Board.
The Athletics League has given the town lump sum amounts throughout
the years towards the purchase of lawnmowers to cut the grass at the
parks.




7. Describe the degree of commitment to continue operation and maintenance of the project. Include
an operation and maintenance plan detailing the amount of money needed to operate and maintain the
trail after it is completed and identify who will be responsible for the work. (Key Consideration:
Whether the grant recipient is willing to commit to continue the maintenance and operation of the project and
whether the applicant provides a realistic operation and maintenance plan/budget. Maximum points will be
awarded to applicants demonstrating innovative funding measures for trail maintenance.) 10 Points Available

Limit 1,000 Characters

The Town of Maplesville regularly maintains the LWCF walking trail,
both baseball parks that includes bathrooms and picnic pavilions.

The town maintenance crew have gas blowers to clear the trails,
4-wheel vehicles with beds to carry out leaves, and fallen branches as
well as carry in dirt or gravel to repair erosion along the trails. The
scheduled budget for maintenance of the Maplesville Community Park
is $2,500 a year, however if severe weather leaves a large amount of
debris at the park, the town does not hesitate to send the crews out to
remove all the storm debris to keep the trails open. The maintenance for
the new trail and bridge will be included in the next city budget. The
Maplesville Athletics League also cleans the ball park grounds of any
litter during and after games.




8. The degree to which community involvement is addressed: i.e., (A) Project idea originated with
trail users or a community group that has substantial knowledge, and (B) The private sector (including
individual citizens, community groups, or local business enterprises) has participated in the
development of the proposed idea and has made commitments of labor, money, or materials to support
proposed implementation.

Limit 1,000 Characters

In 2013 the Maplesville Athletics League requested that the town of
Maplesville investigate to possibility of constructing a bridge to connect
the two ball parks as team players and parents were pushing infants in
strollers along Shanks Drive where there was no sidewalk to go from
one ball park to the other. The concrete drainage culvert comes right up
to the pavement where the road goes over Mulberry Creek the separates
the two ball parks. An inattentive child running along the edge of the
culvert could slip down into the creek and sustain minor injuries. The
Maplesville Athletics League is already maintaining the ball parks as
well as paying the water and light bills and have offered to landscape the
ends of the new bridge.




9. Describe in detail how the trail will be managed. Include discussion on season length, hours of
operation, limitations on use, enforcement provisions, and scheduling. 10 Points Available

Limit 1,000 Characters

The size of a park has an impact on how it can be managed by the
community. The Town of Maplesville does have sufficient revenues to
provide for park maintenance and improvements as needed. Town
maintenance crews are knowledgeable in the grounds maintenance and
upkeep. professional plumbers and electricians are hired for repairs
requiring a licensed individual. Parents of the Maplesville Athletics
League donate time before and after games to pick up litter on and the
ball fields during the season. All members and players are aware that
they need to keep the park clean for the next teams playing and their
families.

The Maplesville Community Park is opened year round with organized
little league baseball in the spring and fall months during the evening
hours. All the parks are lighted. The LWCF walking trail is open year
round during daylight hours as the trail is not lighted.




10. Identify and describe the service area of the project. Approximately how many people do you
propose to serve with this project? ldentify other trail resources in the service area by trail type
(motorized, non-motorized, multi-use), distance, location in relation to the proposed trail, and
ownership. (Key Consideration: The RTP was created to address trail needs in the urban and rural areas of
the state. In order to assess the need for additional trails it is first necessary to identify the quantity and
location of existing resources within the service area. It is also necessary to establish a service area — either
population or resource based. For example, a population based service area could be a neighborhood, school
district, or political jurisdiction whereas, a resource based service area might be defined along a linear
greenway, water course, or unique natural/cultural area. However, in both instances, an estimate of the
number of beneficiaries should be provided.) 10 Points Available

Limit 1,000 Characters

The Maplesville Athletics League has players from seven surrounding
communities; Ashby, Campbell, Randolph, Lawley Isabella, Stanton,
Pletcher. These communities have a combined population of
approximately 3800 people. Add the population of Maplesville of 708
people and the service area population exceeds 4,500 people. The only
other non-motorized walking trails in the vicinity are in Clanton and
Thorsby, 15 and 20 miles away, respectively. These are short trails less,
than a quarter mile in length. These walking trails are located in urban
settings with shade, but not like the heavily forested LWCF walking trail
in Maplesville. The new trail and bridge will also be located in the same
forested environment as the LWCF trail.




11.  Identify the length of time the trail will be maintained and open and available to the public and
identify the method to be used to ensure this commitment (deed covenant, deed restriction, etc.). (Key
Consideration: The objective is to utilize RTP funds to the greatest extent possible by ensuring the
improvements are maintained and available for public trail use as long as possible. Points will only be
awarded to applicants exceeding the minimum required timeframe for a trail development project to remain
open to the public. Maximum points will be awarded to applicants electing to maintain the improvements in
perpetuity.) 15 Points Available

Limit 1,000 Characters The Maplesville LWCF walking trail is open year round during daylight

hours. The LWCF walking trail is regularly maintained as any other city
property. The town has the manpower and equipment for maintenance of
the new trail and bridge. LWCF signs are posted to acknowledge the
funding provided by the LWCF program and that the property is
protected by Section 6(F)(3) of the LWCF Act which prohibits it from
being converted to any other use other than outdoor recreation.

Project files in town hall contain the legal restrictions for future
administration to be aware of the restrictions on the land and activity.




Note: Property acquired with RTP funds must remain open to the public in perpetuity. Should the property
cease to be open to the public for trail use, the applicant must repay the RTP 80% of the fair market value of
the property at the time of the change in use. If the project is located on an easement or on leased land, the
minimum timeframe for the easement or lease is 25 years. The project must remain open for public access for
the use for which the RTP funds were intended during that time. For development projects on applicant
owned property, the project must remain open for public assess for the use for which the RTP funds were
intended for a minimum of 25 years.

Program Information

Introduction

History and Purpose

The Recreational Trails Program (RTP) is a federal grant program authorized by Congress for the
purpose of providing states, local governments, and private sector organizations with funds to
acquire lands and develop and/or improve trail and trail-related resources.

Allocation of Funds for the 2016 Funding Cycle

The RTP funds are appropriated by Congress to the U. S. Department of Transportation, Federal
Highway Administration (FHWA), and FHWA allocates the funds through state agencies as a grants
program to sub-grantees. Alabama’s allocation to sub-grantees in the 2016 funding cycle will be
approximately $1,609,000.

Division of Available Funds
The maximum grant amount by trail type is $35,000 for non-motorized, single-use trails; $100,000
for non-motorized, diverse-use trails; $524,936 for motorized trails, or $87,489 for education.

Thirty percent of Alabama’s RTP funds must be used for motorized trail uses, 30 percent for non-
motorized trail uses, and 40 percent for diverse trail uses. Diverse motorized projects (such as ATV
and motorcycle) or diverse non-motorized projects (such as pedestrian and equestrian) may satisfy
two of these categories at the same time. The State encourages applicants to consider projects
that benefit both motorized and non-motorized users, such as common trailhead facilities.



Eligible Applicants

Eligible applicants include incorporated municipalities, counties, legally constituted recreation
authorities and commissions, and private sector organizations that can demonstrate an ability to
adequately manage Federal grant funds. No application will be reviewed from an applicant not
currently registered in sam.gov under its own name and Data Universal Numbering System
(DUNS) number.

Applications

Pre-applications

The Alabama State Comprehensive Outdoor Recreation Plan 2013-2018 is the guiding document
for funding projects from the RTP. This document is available on the Alabama Department of
Economic and Community Affairs' (ADECA) website at www.adeca.alabama.gov. Statewide issues
were gathered and new criterion were developed to evaluate projects. These criterion make up the
pre-application. City, county, or private sector applicants may submit only one application for its
highest priority outdoor recreation project. State agencies may submit multiple applications. Funds
will be allocated to the highest-ranking projects based on scores derived from the evaluation
criterion.

Applicants are required to adhere to the grant ceilings listed.

Formal Applications

Applicants receiving the highest-ranking scores on their pre-applications will be asked to submit
formal applications. A formal application will be mailed and the Recreation and Conservation
Programs staff will be available to answer any questions. Note: An environmental review and/or
assessment will be required for all projects selected to proceed in the formal application process.

Minimum Requirements

These are requirements that an applicant must meet in order to be considered for a RTP grant.
There are no points attached to these requirements. Only one of two situations may occur: (1) Yes,
the applicant meets all minimum requirements and is therefore eligible for consideration of funding
based on how the proposed project scores under the evaluation criterion; or (2) No, the applicant
does not meet the minimum requirements and is therefore ineligible for funding under the RTP.

Any questions concerning the minimum requirements should be addressed to the Recreation and
Conservation Programs staff.

Equal Opportunity:

Applicants must comply with Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, as amended; Section 504 of the
Rehabilitation Act of 1973, as amended; the Age Discrimination Act of 1975; the Americans With
Disabilities Act of 1990, as amended; and all other State and Federal laws and regulations on
nondiscrimination. This means that no person shall be discriminated against on the basis of race,
color, sex, national origin, age or disability for recreation programs and facilities sponsored by
applicants.




Legally Constituted Entity

The applicant must be a legally constituted entity. This includes a municipality, county or a legally
constituted recreation board, commission or authority with legislative sanction, or private sector
corporation. All applicants must be currently registered in sam.gov with their own DUNS number.

State and Federal Laws / Regulations

Applicants must comply with existing laws and regulations for receiving and expending State and
Federal grant money including, but not limited to, public notices, bidding and purchasing
requirements, Uniform Relocation Act, Americans with Disabilities Act and Architectural Barriers Act
Accessibility Guidelines (ADAAG), Energy Standards, laws and regulations regarding Historic
Preservation and archaeological concerns, National Environmental Policies Act, and related
environmental rules and regulations. Applicants must not have been debarred, suspended, or
otherwise ruled ineligible to participate in Federal programs by any Federal department or agency.

Important note: An environmental review and/or assessment will be required for all projects selected
to proceed in the formal application process.

Operation and Maintenance

Applicants must have a satisfactory record of accomplishment for operation and maintenance of
public recreation areas and facilities or must have a formal written agreement with an entity with a
satisfactory record of accomplishment for operation and maintenance of public recreation areas and
facilities in order to apply.

Grants Administration

Applicants must have a satisfactory record of administering Federal grant funds or must have a
formal written agreement with an entity with a satisfactory record of administering Federal grant
funds. Grant administration professionals may be acceptable substitutes for some institutional
capacity upon approval from ADECA.

Twenty Percent Match

Applicants must document the availability of the required minimum twenty percent (20%) match for
each application. This requires that each applicant submit a resolution passed by its governing
authority that, if a grant were awarded, the required match would be forthcoming. Applicants should
be advised that this is a reimbursement program. Funds must be available to expend. Once
expenditures are made, reimbursements can be requested. The reimbursement process can take
up to 90 days.

User Fees

Applicants must agree that any and all user fees, either resulting from this application or as part of
the applicant’s system of public parks and recreation areas, cannot be so large as to be
exclusionary.



Prospective applicants are not eligible to apply if:

» Entity has an open Land and Water Conservation Fund (LWCF) or RTP grant as of May 3,
2016.

» Entity has unresolved compliance issues from a previous LWCF or RTP grant.

» Entity did not respond in writing to a LWCF or RTP inspection report that contained
deficiencies.

» Entity has not completed and received approval of a Corrective Action Plan for previous
compliance issues.
