Maplesville 2016 Recreational Trail Project Description

The project involves two existing town owned baseball fields at the Maplesville Community Park; the east park has an existing LWCF walking trail. The new walking trail and bridge will connect the east ball park to the west ball park presently separated by Mulberry Creek which runs between the two ball fields. The new walking trail will provide access for park visitors who now use the street from the west park to access the LWCF walking trail entrance at the east park.  A pedestrian bridge will be constructed over the creek providing access between the two parks and LWCF walking trail. Park visitors presently have to walk in the street (Shanks Drive) to go from one park to the other or use a vehicle. There is no side walk on the street and the top of the head wall of the culvert under the street for the creek is right to the edge of the pavement. There is no shoulder on the street for park visitors to walk on or a sidewalk to be built. This is a very unsafe situation for park visitors walking in the busy traffic during ball games. 
The new walking trail will be eight (8) feet wide and 1120 feet long. The bridge will be 20 feet long and eight feet wide. The trail and bridge will be accessible for handicapped individuals. (See Cost Estimate for Bridge and Trail)

This development is classified as a non-motorized, diverse use trail. The walking trail will have entrances at both parking lots along the tree line of the two parks.
Total cost for the project is estimated at $86,262. The town is requesting $69,010 in grant funds. The town of Maplesville has pledged $17,252 in cash match equal to 20% of the cost. All construction will be on the Maplesville Community Park property owned by the Town of Maplesville.
