1.   Purpose. This transmits notice of FY2007 Congressional Rescissions for the 

WIA Adult and Dislocated Worker programs. 
 
2.   Discussion. TEGL 24-07, a portion of which is Attachment 2 to this Directive, 

provides notice of a 1 percent across-the-board (ATB) rescission of 
the FY 2007 WIA Adult and Dislocated Worker funds previously 
allotted to the State.
