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INVESTMENTS IN ALABAMA

The U.S. Department of Energy’s State Energy
Program helps Alabama and other states maximize
the benefits of energy efficiency and renewable
energy. Alabama Department of Economic and
Community Affairs’ Energy Division uses State
Energy Program funds to plan and implement
programs in Alabama that are designed to achieve
national energy goals such as lowering energy costs
and consumption and increasing energy security and
reliability.

Energy savings equals cost savings. Since October
2013, ADECA has awarded $3.6 million in State
Energy Program grants to support 55 projects.
These investments have already saved almost $2
million in energy costs and leveraged more than $4
million in additional investments to facility upgrades.

INVESTMENTS IN ACTION

Upgrades to Public Buildings
Grants and loans totaling $2.2 million have 
provided critical funding to help public K-12 
school systems and local governments make 
important upgrades to newer, more energy-
efficient equipment.

Training and Technical Assistance
Grants totaling $412,967 provided training on 
Alabama’s building and energy codes and are 
funding a program to help wastewater treatment 
plants become more efficient. 

Water Leak Detection
Through $105,000 in grants, ADECA supports a 
program of the Alabama Rural Water Association 
that helps water systems identify leaks in under-
ground water lines, which account for thousands of 
dollars in lost revenue each year. 

AlabamaWISE
With $909,296 in State Energy Program funding, 
the AlabamaWISE program has provided education 
to homeowners and funded low-interest-rate loans to 
help eligible homeowners complete energy efficiency 
projects. 

ADECA is saving businesses over $7.5 million a 
year in energy costs through AlabamaSAVES. 
Established in 2011, the program leveraged $25 
million of SEP funds with 40 private lenders to 
provide loans for energy improvements at com-
mercial, industrial and nonprofit facilities. 102 
businesses have received $51.7 million in 
loans.

The Jackson County town of Woodville has 
achieved big energy and cost savings as well as 
national recognition thanks to a partnership with 
ADECA’s Energy Division. A 2014 State Energy 
Program grant started the process, which has 
saved $5,400 in energy costs in 2014 and 2015. 
The grant helped the town upgrade to more 
efficient wastewater treatment equipment. The town 
started benchmarking the plant’s energy performance 
and soon added other buildings. As a result, the 
town cut energy use by double digits in many 
facilities, earning recognition in the ENERGY 
STAR Battle of the Buildings competition.
