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Riley Awards $32,000 to Ensure Compliance 

Of Juvenile Detention Facilities 

MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $32,000 to fund a program requiring the monitoring of Alabama jails and detention facilities to ensure they are complying with federally mandated regulations. 

The grant will enable the Alabama Administrative Office of Courts to affirm that jails and juvenile detention facilities are in compliance with youth incarceration rules set by the U.S. Office of Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention.  

“Compliance with federal regulations ensures the safety of youths who are incarcerated and assures continued eligibility for federal funding,” Riley said. 

In addition to the on-site monitoring of youth facilities, AOC inspectors will review juvenile records. The office will also conduct training on federal regulations and ensure that  juvenile detention officials are aware of any changes or updates in regulations. 

 
John Harrison, director of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, notified Randy Helms, administrative director of the Alabama Office of Courts, that the grant had been approved. 

Riley awarded the grant from funds provided to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Justice. 
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
