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State Surplus Property Auction Offers Bargains

MONTGOMERY—The holiday shopping season may have ended but there is still a chance to get in on some excellent bargains.  The State of Alabama is clearing out hundreds of items no longer needed by the state on Jan. 14, when it hosts its first surplus property auction of 2004.


The auction will begin at 8 a.m. at the surplus property warehouse at 4401 Northern Blvd. in Montgomery, near the intersection of U.S. 231.  Property to be auctioned may be inspected at the facility on Jan 12-13, between 8 a.m. and 4 p.m.


The auction, which is sponsored by the Surplus Property Division of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, generates revenue for the state by selling property that is no longer used by any state agencies.


Items to be auctioned on Jan. 14 include a variety of vehicles, boats, golf carts, computers and office equipment.  The list of items for sale also features medical equipment, video cameras, refrigerators, tools, lawn equipment, televisions and VCRs.


Cash or cashier’s checks will be accepted for purchased items.  Company or personal checks must be accompanied by a bank letter of credit specifying the amount of credit and period of validity.  Picture identification and a Social Security number or federal employer identification number are required to sign up as a bidder for the auction.
