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Riley Awards $47,500 to Help Victims of Crime
in Calhoun County

MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $47,500 to the Family Services Center of Calhoun County to continue helping people who have been victimized by crime.  The center will use the grant to fund specialized services that they offer at no cost to victims and families.

“Victims of crime often need help to recover from the trauma of their ordeals,” Riley said.  “I commend the Family Services Center for reaching out and supporting victims and their families to resume their lives and function productively again in society.”

The center provides individual and group counseling to help victims reduce feelings of fear, hopelessness and shame.  Center officials say counseling helps victims understand and establish healthy relationships which help them grow personally.

By working with law enforcement agencies and the courts, services are made available to victims immediately when they are most in need of and receptive to professional support.  The center responds to victims at locations that are the most appropriate to fill their needs.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Justice.  He has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant.  
ADECA director John Harrison notified Rod Nowlin, FSC board president, that the grant had been approved.  Local funds of $11,875 have been committed to the program.
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
