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Riley Awards $110,101 to Auburn University 

For Sexual Assault Intervention Program

MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $110,101 grant to an Auburn University program to prevent violence against female students and provide support for women who do become victims of sexual assault.

The grant to AU’s Safe Harbor project, a campus-based sexual abuse treatment and prevention organization, will be used to increase awareness of dating and domestic violence and provide medical aid and counseling to victims.

“Sexual abuse victims need somewhere to turn in a time of crisis,” Riley said. “The Safe Harbor project has for years been that source of comfort for Auburn University students.”

The program is organized and operated by a coalition of student volunteers, medical professionals, law enforcement officials and counselors. It provides timely and appropriate treatment for students who are victims of sexual assault or date-rape, offers advocacy services for victims and increases awareness about sexual assault and domestic violence.

John Harrision, director of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, notified Dr. C.M. Moriarty, associate provost and vice president for research at Auburn, that the grant had been approved. Matching funds of $27,525 have been committed to the project.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Justice. ADECA is administering the grant.
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
