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Riley Awards $50,000 to Help Employees 

at Huntsville Company Improve Skills 

MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a Huntsville manufacturer a $50,000 grant to improve employee skills, boost productivity and preserve jobs.  

Eighteen employees at McAllister Tool and Machine will undergo the training designed to streamline production and make the company more competitive. McAllister Tool and Machine produces precision parts and components for machines.

 “This grant will provide workers with new skills and training that will protect their jobs and keep an Alabama company competitive,” Riley said.

The training, conducted by Spectrum Consulting Services of Madison, will train employees on ways to increase efficiency, eliminate waste and improve overall quality of production. In addition, a certification program will make the company eligible to compete for additional jobs and contracts. McAllister has committed $52,690 for the program.

John Harrison, director of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, notified Wendell McAllister, vice president of McAllister Tool and Machine, that the grant had been approved. ADECA is the administering agency for the grant.
