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Riley Awards $5,400 to Improve Reliability of Elba’s 

Emergency Radio Equipment

MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $5,400 grant to the city of Elba to purchase a generator that will provide electricity for the police department’s radio tower and maintain emergency communications during power outages.


“Law enforcement officers need reliable communications equipment to adequately protect and serve their communities,” Riley said.  “I support the work of Elba police officers to improve the protection of residents.”

City officials say storms and disasters cause power outages at the tower 10-20 times a year.  When the power is down the police department’s communication system stops working and the E-911 system in most of Coffee County is affected.

The availability of proper communication to police and other emergency agencies during severe weather will increase the safety of citizens and emergency workers and save lives.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Justice.  He has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant.  ADECA director John Harrison notified Mayor James Grimes that the grant had been approved.
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
