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Riley Awards $11,095 for Shorter Police Equipment

MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded an $11,095 grant to the town of Shorter to enhance public safety through the purchase of basic law enforcement equipment for the town’s police department.


“Law enforcement officers need modern and reliable equipment to adequately protect and serve their communities,” Riley said.  “I support the work of Shorter police officers to improve the protection of residents.”

The equipment will include firearms, cameras, a print kit, a speed-detection radar, a base station radio and other equipment.  Local officials say the equipment will help police officers communicate more effectively, process arrests and complaints more efficiently, apprehend more reckless drivers and perform all duties in a safer manner.  The grant will be supplemented with local matching funds of $1,232.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Justice.  He has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant.  ADECA director John Harrison notified Mayor Willie Mae Powell that the grant had been approved.
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
