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Riley Awards $14,250 for Lawrence County

MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $14,250 grant to Lawrence County to enhance public safety through the purchase of video cameras and recorders, less-lethal shotguns and riot shields for the county sheriff’s department.


“Law enforcement officers need modern and reliable equipment to adequately protect and serve their communities,” Riley said.  “I support the efforts of Lawrence County officials to improve the protection of residents.”

The video cameras will be installed in patrol cars to record evidence during high-speed chases and traffic stops.  Riot shields and the shotguns, which can be non-lethal if used properly, will be utilized to apprehend suspects in a safer manner.

County officials say the new equipment will reduce injuries to officers and suspects and increase the public’s confidence in the county’s law enforcement efforts.  Local matching funds of $1,583 have been committed to the project.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Justice.  He has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant.  ADECA director John Harrison notified commission chairman Hutson Parker that the grant had been approved.
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
