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Riley Awards $15,000 for Geneva County 

Law Enforcement Equipment
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $15,000 grant to Geneva County to purchase three all-terrain vehicles and three less-lethal weapons for the county sheriff’s department.


“Law enforcement officers need modern and reliable equipment to adequately protect and serve their communities,” Riley said.  “I support the efforts of Geneva County officials to improve the protection of residents.”

The all-terrain vehicles will be used to transport officers and evidence in rural, wooded areas where patrol cars cannot travel.  The ATV’s also will be used for off-road emergencies, personnel and equipment transport during natural disasters, and crowd control at civic events.

The new weapons will not create sparks and therefore will increase safety for officers and suspects when used during methamphetamine lab raids where flammable vapor is present.  The weapons also will be used to deal safely with riots, escapes and other disturbances.  Local matching funds of $1,666 have been committed to the purchase.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Justice.  He has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant.  ADECA director John Harrison notified commission chairman Harry O. Adkison that the grant had been approved.
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
