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Riley Awards $3,893 for Pennington Police Equipment

MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $3,893 grant to the town of Pennington to enhance public safety through the purchase of a radio base station and two protective vests for the town’s police department.


“Law enforcement officers need modern and reliable equipment to adequately protect and serve their communities,” Riley said.  “I support the work of Pennington police officers to improve the protection of residents.”

Currently, police officers share a radio system at town hall that belongs to the volunteer fire department.  The fire department will be moving soon and police will be left with no means to communicate.  

The new system will include a radio for dispatch and a remote for the chief’s office enabling police to provide citizens with adequate 24-hour protection.  A portion of the funds will be used to purchase protective vests that will protect officers in the performance of their duties. 

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Justice.  He has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant.  ADECA director John Harrison notified Mayor Jack Fendley that the grant had been approved.
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
