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Governor Awards Funds to Improve Safety 

on Southeast Alabama Roads

MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $46,350 grant to the city of Montgomery to reduce automobile crashes, injuries and deaths in eight southeast Alabama counties.  The city will distribute the funds to law enforcement agencies to purchase modern and reliable equipment for the enforcement of traffic laws.

“We want to be certain our law enforcement officers are well-equipped to ensure that drivers are safely operating vehicles,” Riley said.  “I am pleased to support the work of these officers to maintain safe roadways for our citizens.”

Law enforcement agencies will purchase speed detection devices, digital cameras, traffic wands and other equipment.  The funds were awarded as part of an incentive program tied to past participation and performance in the Click-It-or-Ticket campaign.  The equipment is expected to help officers reduce instances of speeding, drunken driving and other dangerous traffic violations in Autauga, Bullock, Dallas, Elmore, Lee, Lowndes, Macon and Montgomery counties.

Riley has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant from funds made available to the state by the National Highway Transportation Safety Administration.  ADECA director John Harrison notified Mayor Bobby Bright that the grant had been approved.
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
