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Riley Awards $47,000 Grant to Reduce 

Juvenile Crime in Marshall County  

MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $47,000 grant for a Marshall County program aimed at discouraging juvenile offenders from committing additional crimes.

The funding will be used for The Teen and Parent Project, a program that takes a three-prong approach to preventing juveniles from continuing to commit offenses. The project works with the juveniles, parents and the court system.

“This program provides guidance for juveniles and gives their parents the necessary resources and support necessary to discourage children from committing additional offenses,” Riley said. “I commend Marshall County officials for working with families to help our youth.”

The program improves the abilities of parents to communicate, support and discipline their children. Juvenile offenders are taught to be accountable for their behavior and they are provided instruction in life skills to help them desist from further criminal activity.

Court and juvenile officials monitor parents and children who participate in the program and provide additional aid if necessary.

John Harrison, director of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, notified Billy Cannon, chairman of the Marshall County Commission, that the grant had been approved. Local funding of $5,222 is being added to the grant.


Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Justice. Riley has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant.
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
