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Riley Announces Park Grants for Marshall County 

MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has announced the awarding of more than $208,512 in grants to expand recreational activities in four Marshall County municipalities.

The grants were awarded to improve parks in Albertville, Arab, Boaz and Grant. Projects range from building a skateboard and roller blade area to constructing new tennis courts and rehabilitating old ones.

“These projects not only improve the health and well-being of Alabamians by encouraging them to participate in outdoor activities, but they also contribute to making communities more vibrant and desirable places to live,” Riley said.

Albertville will receive a $100,000 grant to build or rehabilitate tennis courts and construct an access road through Albertville Park.

A $40,700 grant to Boaz will be used to purchase new playground equipment for a local park. The city, Boaz Rotary Club and the Marshall County Commission will provide additional support for the project.

A $35,612 grant to the town of Grant will fund the renovation and upgrading of a soccer field while a $33,200 grant to Arab will be used to construct a 240-square-foot skate area for skateboards and roller blades. Utility lines will also be relocated underground.

John Harrison, director of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, notified Mayors Frank Lee Cox of Boaz, Carolyn Dennis of Grant, Larry V. Hillsman of Albertville and Tim Walker of Boaz that the grants had been approved.

The grants were awarded from funds made available from the federal Land and Water Conservation Fund.
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
