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Riley Awards $100,000 to Construct

Children’s Playground in Silverhill  

MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $100,000 grant to enhance recreational opportunities in the town of Silverhill. Funds will be used to construct a playground on property adjacent to the existing city park.

 
The Silverhill Heritage Kids Park playground will be located on a 1.15-acre site that was donated to the town and is being constructed to promote family activities.

“This project will expand outdoor recreation opportunities for residents and make the town of Silverhill an even better place to live and grow up. I am pleased we can provide this support,” Riley said.

In addition to the playground area, the project will include the construction of a pavilion, picnic area, several grills and restrooms. Leathers and Associates, an Ithaca, N.Y.-based company, designed the playground and will oversee construction using local volunteers. Local residents have tentatively scheduled Oct. 5-10 to build the playground. 

The town has pledged $114,940 in matching funds, including $40,000 in donated labor and equipment.

John Harrison, director of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, notified Mayor Allen W. Green Jr. that the grant had been approved. ADECA is administering the grant.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available from the federal Land and Water Conservation Fund.
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
