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Riley Awards Grant for Trail Improvements in Baldwin County

MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $25,000 to improve the Jill Hall Trail in Baldwin County.  The County Commission will use the grant to resurface the 1.7-mile walking trail located near Fairhope.

“Outdoor recreation facilities are an investment not only in our state and communities, but in our citizens,” Riley said.  “I am pleased to provide this grant.”

The existing asphalt surface will be removed and a limestone base applied in preparation for concrete resurfacing of the 6-foot-wide trail. Concrete is being used to extend the life of the trail and reduce maintenance.  The Baldwin County Commission is providing $6,250 in local funds for the project.

The trail links with several trails in Fairhope and it is among a series of public trails along the eastern shore of Mobile Bay.

John Harrison, director of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, notified Frank Burt Jr., commission chairman, that the grant had been approved. ADECA is administering the program.

The grant was awarded from funds made available to the state from the Federal Highway Administration’s Recreational Trails Program.
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
