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Riley Announces Grants for Park Improvements 

in Three Cullman County Municipalities 

MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has announced grants totaling $114,732 to increase recreational opportunities in three Cullman County municipalities. The grants will be used to build or improve recreational trails in the towns of Hanceville, Holly Pond and Garden City. 

 “Outdoor recreation facilities are an investment not only in our state and communities, but in our citizens,” Riley said.  “I am pleased to support these projects.”

Garden City received a $50,000 grant to build a nature trail along Mulberry River. The 1.5-mile trail will provide wilderness hiking, serve as a water access route for canoers and kayakers and act as an outdoor classroom. The trail will connect with another all-purpose trail and parking area, both of which are under construction. 

A $34,240 grant to Hanceville will enable that town to install lighting along an existing walking trail at Veteran’s Park. The installation of 24 lights along the half-mile trail will enable patrons to use the trail at night and early morning. 

Holly Pond received a $30,492 grant to build an all-purpose, asphalt-based trail at the town park. The quarter-mile trail will include benches and rest stations. 

John Harrison, director of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, notified Mayors Harden Davis of Garden City, Bobby Brown of Hanceville and Tommy Roden of Holly Pond that the grants had been approved. ADECA is administering the grants.

The grants were awarded from funds made available to the state from the Federal Highway Administration’s Recreational Trails Program. 
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
