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Riley Announces Park Grants for Tallassee, Deatsville  

MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has announced grants to expand recreational activities in two Elmore County municipalities.

 
 Tallassee was awarded a $48,400 grant to add a baseball field and make other improvements at Airport Complex Park while Deatsville was awarded a $10,000 grant to build its first park.

“These projects not only improve the health and well-being of Alabamians by encouraging them to participate in outdoor activities, but they also contribute to making communities more vibrant and desirable places to live,” Riley said.

The grant to Tallassee will be used to build a new youth baseball field and provide fencing and lighting for an existing field. In addition, a concession stand with restrooms will be constructed at the nearly 15-acre park. The park is located in the Tallapoosa County portion of the city.  Tallassee is providing an identical match of $48,500.

The grant to Deatsville will be used to buy a 1.5-acre tract at the intersection of Alabama 143 and Deatsville Highway. The town is proposing to eventually build a trail along the site and add picnic tables, a playground and a pavilion. The town is providing a $10,000 match.  The Alabama Forestry Commission and Alabama Power Co. have also awarded funds to the town.

John Harrison, director of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, notified Mayors Bobby Payne of Tallassee and Clayton Edgar of Deatsville that the grants had been approved. ADECA is administering the grants.

Riley awarded the grants from funds made available to the state through the federal Land and Water Conservation Fund.
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
