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Riley Awards Grants to Improve Parks in Atmore and Flomaton

MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded nearly $90,000 in grants to make improvements to recreational facilities in Escambia County.

The city of Atmore will receive $50,000 to provide lights along a walking trail in a city park while the town of Flomaton will receive $38,848 to renovate a trail at Hurricane Park.

 “Outdoor recreation facilities are an investment not only in our state and communities, but in our citizens,” Riley said.  “I am pleased to provide these grants.”

Funds for Atmore will be used to install 49 lights along the half-mile trail at Tom Byrne Park.  The addition will enable park patrons to use the trail at night and early mornings. The city also plans to use the funds to build a new pavilion and basketball court at Westside Park. 

The grant to Flomaton will be used to resurface an existing trail at Hurricane Park and eliminate potential safety hazards.  Funds will also be used to replace a pedestrian bridge at the park. 

John Harrison, director of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, notified Atmore Mayor Howard Shell and Flomaton Mayor Kay Wagner that the grants have been approved. ADECA is administering the grants.

The grants were awarded from funds made available to the state from the Federal Highway Administration’s Recreational Trails Program.
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
