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Riley Announces $100,000 Grant for Eufaula Park 

MONTGOMERY—A day at the beach may be only minutes away for many east Alabama residents. Gov. Bob Riley announced that Eufaula has been awarded a $100,000 grant to rejuvenate a beachfront park on Lake Eufaula.

The grant will be used to renovate two buildings and restore a beach at Old Creek Town Park. The structures, which include a bathhouse and a restroom, are outdated and in disrepair while the beach area has become overgrown with vegetation. The two buildings have had no major renovations since they were built 30 years ago when the park was created.

“Opportunities for outdoor recreation are important to the health and well-being of Alabamians, and facilities like Old Creek Town Park bring communities together and make them stronger,” Riley said.

Building renovations will include handicap accessibility, and city officials also will remove brush and grasses along the beach and replace a large area with sand.

The renovations are part of an overall plan to improve recreational activities for area residents.  The town also plans to develop a multipurpose trail linking the park with downtown.

John Harrison, director of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, notified Mayor Jay Jaxon Jr. that the grant had been approved. ADECA is administering the grant. The town has agreed to provide $100,000 for the project.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through the federal Land and Water Conservation Fund.
