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Riley Awards Grant to Train Law 

Enforcement Officers in DUI Detection

MONTGOMERY—Keeping Alabama highways clear of drunken drivers is the goal of a grant to train and assist law enforcement officers to detect drivers who are impaired by alcohol and arrest offenders.

Gov. Bob Riley has awarded the Alabama Department of Forensic Sciences $37,575 to train officers to properly conduct field sobriety tests and to offer technical support in the use of breath alcohol screening devices.

“Drunken drivers endanger the lives of Alabamians and must be kept off our streets and highways,” Riley said.  “I am pleased to support the efforts of law enforcement officers to make our roads safer.”

Funds will be used to provide up-to-date field sobriety test training materials to police academies.  Forensic sciences also will hold DUI continuing education workshops, maintain a computer registry of trained instructors and officers and check the calibration of breath alcohol screening devices to make certain the readings are accurate.

The Department of Forensic Sciences serves as the certifying agency for the standardized field sobriety program for state police officers.  DFS monitors the program and ensures procedures are based upon scientific principles that conform to state court requirements.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through a program of the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration.  He has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant.  ADECA director John Harrison notified F. Taylor Noggle Jr., director of the Department of Forensic Sciences, that the grant had been approved.
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
