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Riley Announces $100,000 Grant to Build Sports Park 

in Randolph County

MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has announced a $100,000 grant to construct a sports complex in the town of Wadley.  The park will serve more than 2,500 residents in the Wadley school district.

According to town officials, the growing population of the area has increased the demand for organized sports activities.  The town’s two existing parks are not large enough to meet the demand and cannot be expanded.  The funds from the grant will be used to construct two youth baseball fields and a concession facility, lay concrete paths throughout the complex and install lights and scoreboards.  Local funds of $100,000 have been committed to the project.

“Facilities like this park expand opportunities for Alabama children and adults to enjoy outdoor recreation and develop a healthy lifestyle,” Riley said.  “I am pleased to support this project to enhance the quality of life in the Wadley area.”

Town officials plan to further develop the 12-acre complex with the addition of softball and football fields, a walking track and picnic and playground areas in the future.  The complex will be accessible to people with disabilities.

Riley has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant, which comes from funds made available to the state through the federal Land and Water Conservation Fund.  ADECA director John Harrison notified Mayor Robert E. Erwin that the grant had been approved.
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
