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Riley Announces $48,185 Grant to Construct Community Park 

in Lauderdale County

MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has announced a $48,185 grant to build a municipal park in the town of St. Florian.  The park will provide new recreational opportunities to almost 8,000 area residents.

Town officials have identified the need for recreational facilities as a top priority.  The funds will enable the town to landscape the park, purchase playground equipment and six picnic tables, and construct a parking lot and a pavilion.  The park will be open daily from 7 a.m. until dark year-round.  Local funds of at least $48,185 have been committed to the project.

“Parks provide valuable opportunities for Alabama children and adults to enjoy outdoor recreation and develop a healthy lifestyle,” Riley said.  “I am pleased to support this project to enhance the quality of life in the St. Florian area.”

Town officials plan to further develop the 1.49-acre park with the addition of a walking trail and a community center in the future.  All park facilities will be accessible to people with disabilities.

Riley has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant, which comes from funds made available to the state through the federal Land and Water Conservation Fund.  ADECA director John Harrison notified Mayor Sam Hudson that the grant had been approved.
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
