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Riley Announces $60,785 Grant to Improve 

Cullman County Park

MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has announced a $60,785 grant to build new recreational facilities at Vivian B. Allen Park in the town of Colony.  The upgrades to the park will improve recreation for approximately 500 residents from the community and surrounding areas.

Funds from the grant will be used to construct a “sprayground” water play area and replace worn-out bleachers, dugout benches and unsafe playground equipment.  Officials say the water park will be used May through September and will provide an enjoyable play activity for children at local community and daycare centers.  Local funds of $60,785 have been committed to the project.

“Improving this existing complex will give residents of all ages greater recreational opportunities in the Colony area,” Riley said.  “I am pleased to support this project to enhance the quality of community life.”

Town officials plan to enhance the 13-acre park by enlarging an existing pond and constructing an observation bridge in the future.  The park is accessible to people with disabilities.

Riley has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant, which comes from funds made available to the state through the Land and Water Conservation Fund.  ADECA director John Harrison notified Mayor Earlene Johnson that the grant had been approved.
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
