Riley Awards $50,000 to Build Trail at Maplesville Park 

MONTGOMERY— A $50,000 grant, awarded by Gov. Bob Riley, will enable the town of Maplesville to construct an all-purpose trail at the town’s park. 

The 2,400-foot trail, which will be used for walking, jogging and bicycling, will be built on a 30-acre tract that was recently purchased by the town and is adjacent to the existing 20-acre Maplesville Community Park off U.S. Highway 82.  

“Outdoor recreation facilities are an investment not only in our state and communities, but in our citizens,” Riley said.  “I am pleased to provide this grant.”

The circular trail, which will accommodate wheelchairs, will be built in an area that extends from the back of existing ball fields through a wooded area and a meadow. The wooded area along the trail will remain undeveloped and will be used as a nature observatory. 

The town is pledging $20,625 in local funds. In addition, the town will assume future maintenance and upkeep of the trail. 

John Harrison, director of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, notified Mayor W.C. Hayes Jr. that the grant had been approved. ADECA is administering the grant.

The grant was awarded from funds made available to the state from the Federal Highway Administration’s Recreational Trails Program.  
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
