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Riley Awards Grant to Complete Work on Chilton County Park 

MONTGOMERY—A $300,000 grant, awarded by Gov. Bob Riley, will enable Chilton County officials to complete a multi-purpose recreational complex that will include one of the state’s few trails for motorized off-road vehicles.

The Recreational Trails Program grant awarded to the Chilton County Commission will be used to finish construction of Minooka Park near Jemison. The 159-acre park, which includes a lake, will have nearly nine miles of hiking and riding trails along with other recreational features.   

“This park will provide another opportunity for residents and visitors to experience the wonderful resources and activities that Alabama has to offer,” Riley said. “I am proud to award this grant.”

The park will be the one of only three public areas within the state with trails designated for all-terrain vehicles, including four-wheelers and motorcycles. The park will also have trails for mountain biking and horseback riding. 

A camping area with full hook-ups for campers and trailers, a rider safety course, an education building and a picnic area are also included in the plans. 

John Harrison, director of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, notified Commission Chairman Heedy Hayes that the grant had been approved. ADECA is administering the grant.

The grant was awarded from funds made available to the state from the Federal Highway Administration. 
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
