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Riley Announces Grant for Second Phase of Mobile Park  

MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has announced a $100,000 grant to expand recreational activities at a Mobile city park. 

 
 The grant was awarded to continue development of Tricentennial Park, a former residential area that was converted to a park because of flooding. Improvements at the 23.8-acre park include a water spray playground, two fishing piers, a pavilion, lighting and an aerator for an existing lake. 

“This project has evolved into a success story for everyone,” Riley said. “More than two decades ago residents were forced from their homes and suffered property damage from flooding. Today, that same area is a vibrant place where families can enjoy recreational activities.”

The city purchased the property adjacent to Three Mile Creek in the mid-1980s after residents were forced out by two consecutive years of heavy flooding. The area was designated a park in 2000 and named in honor of Mobile’s 300th anniversary. 

The latest grant is the second grant awarded for the park from funds made available to the state through the federal Land and Water Conservation Fund. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant. 

ADECA Director John Harrison notified Mayor Michael C. Dow that the grant had been approved. 
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
