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Riley Awards $19,450 to Improve Employee Skills 

and Increase Production at Montgomery Plant

MONTGOMERY— A Montgomery company that packages fertilizer is also getting some help in attempts to grow. 

Gov. Bob Riley awarded Anderson Alaco Lawn Inc. a $19,450 grant to enable 35 employees of Anderson Alaco Lawn Inc. to receive specialized training that will help the company increase production and reduce costs. Anderson Alaco Lawn blends and packages granular fertilizers and pesticides for several nationally known companies, including Bayer, Scotts and Spectrum.   

“This grant will provide workers with the necessary training to improve their skills and help make an Alabama company more competitive,” Riley said.

Employees will be taught to operate the plant more efficiently and increase production. The training will also involve increasing employee supervisory and organizational skills. In addition to strengthening the company, the training is expected to result in increased pay and in-house promotions for employees. The Alabama Technology Network will conduct yearlong training at the plant. Anderson Alaco Lawn Inc. will provide $19,455 for its share of the training. 

John Harrison, director of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, notified plant manager Cuyler Murphy that the grant had been approved.  ADECA is the administering agency for the grant.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Labor.
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
