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Riley Awards $50,000 to Beautify Brantley Trail

MONTGOMERY— Residents of the town of Brantley will soon have a safe and attractive place for nighttime exercise and recreation.  Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $50,000 to the town to light and landscape a recreational trail that surrounds the municipal complex.

“Safe and convenient recreation opportunities can significantly enhance the health and well-being of the people of Brantley,” Riley said.  “I am pleased to support this effort by local officials to improve the quality of community life.”

Recently constructed, the multi-use trail is 1,320 feet long and the first of its kind in Crenshaw County.  The trail is handicapped-accessible and connects with town sidewalks making access easy and convenient for family outings, social events and school-related activities.

Decorative light fixtures and underground wiring will make the trail useable 24 hours a day, year round.  The Brantley Garden Club will coordinate the landscaping along the trail which will include trees, shrubs and an irrigation system to enhance its beauty.

Town officials expect that the improvements will increase regional interest in the trail and the community.  Local funds of at least $10,000 have been committed to the project.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Transportation.  He has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the funds.  ADECA director John Harrison notified Mayor Bernie Sullivan that the award had been approved.
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
