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Riley Awards $124,499 to Assist Low-Income Residents

in Bibb, Fayette, Greene, Hale and Tuscaloosa Counties 

MONTGOMERY—Low-income residents in five west-central Alabama counties may be eligible to receive help in reducing their home energy bills.  Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $124,499 to the Community Service Programs of West Alabama, in Tuscaloosa for home weatherization projects.  The program serves residents in Bibb, Fayette, Greene, Hale and Tuscaloosa Counties.
 “Helping poor and elderly residents protect their homes against the elements not only saves energy and reduces utility bills, but also improves the lives of Alabamians who need our assistance,” Riley said.

The home weatherization funds will be used to add insulation, replace or repair windows and doors, seal air leaks and patch small areas of the roof.  Priority is given to residences where there are children or where the head of the household is disabled or elderly.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Energy.  He has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant in conjunction with the community action agency.

ADECA Director John Harrison notified Cynthia Burton, executive director of the community action agency, that the grant had been approved.
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
