Riley Awards $200,000 to Assist Homeless in Tuscaloosa

MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $200,000 to the City of Tuscaloosa to provide assistance to the city’s homeless.

The grant will help meet the cost of operating the city’s emergency shelter program that provides homeless adults and children immediate assistance with food, shelter and clothing.  The funds also will provide employment services to assist the homeless to become self-supportive and make the transition back to private housing.

“Individuals and families who find themselves without shelter need not only emergency housing, but also services to help them get back on their feet,” Riley said.  “I am pleased to assist Tuscaloosa in providing homeless families with a temporary residence where they can begin to rebuild their lives.”

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through the Emergency Shelter Grants program of the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development.  The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the grant.

ADECA Director John Harrison notified Tuscaloosa Mayor Alvin P. DuPont that the grant had been approved.  The city has pledged matching funds of $200,000 for the program.
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
