Riley Awards $347,320 to Improve the Quality of Life

for Hayneville Residents 

MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $347,320 to the town of Hayneville for infrastructure improvements along Pecan Street.  The funds will be used to upgrade water and sewer lines, eliminate drainage problems and improve street conditions for 118 residents.

“Neighborhood restoration can have a major impact on residents’ quality of life and the city’s overall economic development,” Riley said.  “I commend Hayneville officials for their efforts to revitalize this neighborhood and I am pleased to make these funds available.”

Hayneville officials say that undersized and deteriorating water and sewer lines pose a serious threat to the health and safety of community residents.  Grant funds will enable the town to install new, larger pipes that will ensure an adequate flow of clean water into homes and transport raw sewage safely away from homes.  The new water pipes and four new fire hydrants also will improve fire protection in the neighborhood.

As part of the revitalization project, drainage ditches will be constructed on each side of the street to reduce flooding and prevent property damage and street erosion.  Pecan Street will be widened and re-surfaced to ensure safe travel through the area.

Riley awarded the Community Development Block Grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development.  He has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant.

ADECA director John Harrison notified Mayor Cecil Williams that the grant had been approved.  Local matching funds of $35,000 have been committed to the project.
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
