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Riley Awards $400,000 for Flomaton Sewer Project

MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $400,000 to the town of Flomaton to improve sewer service to 158 people.  The grant will fund the rehabilitation of sewer lines in the downtown area.

“Adequate sewer service is vital to the health and safety of communities and is essential for long-term economic development,” Riley said.  “I am pleased to support the efforts of Flomaton officials to improve the quality of community life.”

Officials say the deterioration of the town’s 75-year-old sewer lines is causing an increasing number of severe problems.  Sewage is backing up in homes and businesses, flowing into lawns and ditches and causing streets to collapse.

The grant will be used to repair the pipes by installing a liner that will make the pipes watertight.  The city also will repair manholes in the area to ensure their structural integrity and prevent groundwater and runoff from impeding the proper flow of sewage.

Riley awarded the Community Development Block Grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development.  He has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant.

ADECA director John Harrison notified Mayor Kay Wagner that the grant had been approved.  Local matching funds of $82,625 have been committed to the project.
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
