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Riley Awards $400,000 to Moundville 

for Neighborhood Revitalization
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $400,000 to the town of Moundville for a neighborhood revitalization project.  The funds will be used to repair houses, demolish vacant structures, replace water lines, and improve streets, drainage and recreation.


The enhancements will directly benefit 131 residents along Market Street, Griffin Street, Prince Street, CC Loop Road and Alabama Avenue.  The town’s only elementary school also is located in the area.

“Neighborhood restoration can significantly improve residents’ quality of life and the city’s overall economic development,” Riley said.  “I commend Moundville officials for their efforts to revitalize this neighborhood and I am pleased to make these funds available.”

The grant will enable the town to improve the safety of residents by upgrading water lines and installing a fire hydrant.  Funds also will be used to re-surface deteriorated streets, construct a drain line to eliminate flooding, and develop a park which will include a basketball court and picnic tables.

Riley awarded the Community Development Block Grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development.  He has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant.

ADECA director John Harrison notified Mayor John F. Bradshaw that the grant had been approved.  Local matching funds of $60,000 have been committed to the project.
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
