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Riley Awards $400,000 to Pave Road,

Repair Water Line in Crenshaw County  
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $400,000 grant that will enable Crenshaw County officials to improve highway safety along a heavily traveled county road and also improve rural water service.

The Community Development Block Grant will be used to pave Daniel Branch Road and relocate a water line alongside the road. The 3-mile-long road, which has 41 homes and is a route to several farm businesses, is between New Ebenezer and Sweetwater roads just south of Highland Home.

“This project will ensure that residents, emergency personal, school bus and drivers postal carriers have a safe road to travel,” Riley said.

The project will involve grading, draining, basing and paving the road that is an artery to U.S. 331. The road requires continual maintenance because of the loose sandy soils in the area.

The project will also include relocating a 6-inch water line that is regularly exposed because of erosion and subject to frequent breaks. The water line is a main connection between two tanks and line breaks along the road have caused a loss in pressure for 80 percent of the customers of Quint-Mar Water Authority.

John Harrison, director of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, notified County Commission Chairman Ronnie Blackmon that the grant had been approved. The county is providing $422,893 in local funding.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. ADECA is administering the grant.
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
