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Riley Awards $400,000 for Cullman County

Water System Improvements 

MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $400,000 grant to the Cullman County Commission to improve water service for residents in six rural areas of the county.

The grant will be used to replace deteriorated pipes with more than six miles of new, six-inch water lines to correct low pressure and flow problems and improve fire protection for 268 persons who live in the designated areas.

“Adequate water service is essential to community and economic development,” Riley said. “I am pleased to provide funding for these improvements and I commend Cullman County officials for their efforts to improve services for rural residents.”

The water lines will be upgraded along County Roads 424 and 438 west of Good Hope; in the northern section of the county on County Road 1428; in the Bolte community just south of the Cullman city limits; just north of Highway 91 near the Town of Colony; and along County Road 46 north of Colony.  According to county officials, the improvements will eliminate a major problem with low water pressure especially during peak usage times in the morning and evening hours.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through the Community Development Block Grant program of the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development.  He has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant.

ADECA Director John Harrison notified commission chairman Norman Tucker that the grant had been approved.  The county has committed $45,000 in matching funds for the project.
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
