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Riley Awards $500,000 To Improve Housing in Eufaula 

MONTGOMERY—At least 22 units in a public housing area in Eufaula will undergo renovation thanks to a $500,000 grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley.

The Community Development Block Grant will enable the city of Eufaula to make improvements to housing units in the Riverside Heights neighborhood. The city also plans to replace water lines and resurface several streets adjoining the neighborhood as part of the project.

“This grant will ensure that 22 Eufaula families will have safer and more adequate housing,” Riley said. “I commend Eufaula officials for working to improve the lives of their residents.”

Up to $21,000 will be allocated for work on each unit that city inspectors have deemed substandard. Any remaining funds will be used on a case-by-case basis for renovating other houses and apartments.

 The city plans to resurface portions of Livingston Avenue and Washington, Hunter and Union streets. The project will also include replacing the more than 70-year-old water line along those streets.

John Harrison, director of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, notified Mayor Jay Jaxon Jr. that the grant had been approved. ADECA is the administering agency for the grant.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state from the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. 
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
