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Riley Awards $59,883 for Wiregrass Work Preparedness Program 
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $59,883 to help prepare Wiregrass area junior and senior high school girls for the workplace or to further their education.

Sponsored by Girls Incorporated of Dothan, the program provides career development, workplace experience and skills training for at-risk girls in Coffee, Dale, Geneva, Henry and Houston counties.  The program is offered to girls, ages 14-19, at participating high schools and at state-licensed group homes.

 “This training program not only prepares participants to successfully meet the challenges in the workplace, but also supplies them with skills they can use throughout life,” said Riley.

The program teaches basic job skills by allowing girls to accompany and observe skilled employees in particular careers.  Students are also taught principles necessary for successful careers, including setting goals, striving to achieve those goals and handling responsibilities.

Those who are nearing graduation will be assisted in obtaining grants and scholarships for college or technical school.  Other students will be assisted in obtaining full-time employment.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Labor.  He has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant.  ADECA Director John Harrison notified Ann Cotton, executive director of Girls Incorporated, that the grant had been approved.
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
