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Riley Awards $247,400 to Help Welfare Recipients

in Morgan County Obtain Employment 
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $247,400 to the Parents and Children Together center in Decatur to reduce welfare rolls in Morgan County by helping individuals obtain jobs to support themselves and their families.  The funds will be used to provide education, training and job placement to eligible participants.

“This program helps Alabamians to move from public assistance to self-sustaining employment, and that benefits all of us,” Riley said.  “I am pleased to supply this financial support for the important service that PACT provides.”

Eligible participants are enrolled in a six-month job readiness program where they attend job preparedness classes based on their needs.  Classes include skill assessments, tutoring and employment training.  The organization helps find jobs for participants and monitors their progress.  PACT also helps participants with transportation, uniforms, childcare and other family support services.

In addition to welfare recipients, others eligible for the program are custodial parents with income below poverty level, non-custodial parents who owe child support and are unemployed or unable to make payments and foster care clients who are at least 18 years old.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Labor.  He has designated of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant.  ADECA Director John Harrison notified Tiki Hubbard, executive director of Parents and Children Together, that the grant had been approved.
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
