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Riley Awards $234,467 for Pickens County Job Training Program
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $234,467 to help families in Pickens County move from welfare to self-sufficiency.  The grant to the Pickens County Family Resource Center in Carrollton enables the agency to provide training, tutoring and job placement for welfare recipients and other eligible residents.

“We all benefit when welfare recipients are able to become self sufficient,” Riley said.  “This program provides recipients training and an opportunity to break free of government assistance and I am pleased to make these funds available.”

 The program helps participants achieve self-sufficiency through job training and education.  Instruction and training is individualized and transportation and child-care are provided through related services.

In addition to persons receiving welfare, those eligible for the program include non-custodial parents whose children receive welfare benefits.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Labor.  He has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant.  ADECA Director John Harrison notified Patti Fuller, chairman of the Family Resource Center, that the grant had been approved.
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
